Roy Hobbs Hall of Famer Bill Coburn has been a Fort Myers
fixture every fall since 1993.

He's managed, coached and played so well and was such
an important presence in building Roy Hobbs Baseball around
Toledo that he earned election to the Hall of Fame in 2019.

He's not here in 2021 with the McGuire Insurance Group
teams he's helped build. Coburn, 75, is recovering from a stroke
suffered earlier this year.

His friends and teammates know what Coburn has meant
in building teams.

“Bill knows every single guy in the United States who is el-
igible to play senior baseball,” said Doug Meisner of the Mud
Cats, one of five teams organized by Coburn who play under
the McGuire Insurance umbrella. The sponsoring McGuire
Insurance is owned by Coburn’s daughter, Cathy McGuire.

The stroke affected Coburn’s memory and he lost pass-
words to emails. That left players such as Meisner scrambling

to begin organizing teams from the 53's to 75's for the Roy
Hobbs World Series.

“| just did the computer leg work,” Meisner said.

That leg work is an essential part of organizing teams. Pre-
viously, it was Coburn’s organizational wizardry that took care
of the all the i's that needed dotting and t's needed crossing.

Not this year.

“We just picked up the pieces,” Meisner said.

As they persevere, they know Coburn misses being part of
another World Series.

“This is his life’s passion,” Meisner said. “His passion for
baseball will drive him to put these teams together.”

Coburn’s baseball passion goes back to his Ohio boyhood.
In addition to the Roy Hobbs Hall of Fame, Coburnis a member
of the Maumee High School Sports Hall of Fame. He excelled
in baseball, football and basketball in high school in the 1960s.
Baseball was and remains his favorite.

This is the second successive World Series he has missed
according to Bob Sauer, who manages the 70s team.

“He didn't make it last year because of Covid,” Sauer said.
“His wife wouldn't let him come because of Covid.”

But his teams play on.

“He is a good recruiter,” Sauer said. “People play for him
and want to play again.”

His baseball friends miss him but understand what the
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stroke did to this Hall of Famer.

“He recognizes you,” Sauer said. “He's aware. His legs and
arms are fine!

Soisthelegacy of Toledo and Roy Hobbs Baseball he helped
build over a long time. His players hope Coburn returns to Fort
Myers next fall, if not sooner.

“We're hoping he's going to be here in February,” Sauer said,
referring to the 2022 Roy Hobbs Sunshine Classic.

Playoff pitching guidelines

Roy Hobbs requirement is that all pitchers who will be
starters or closers in save situations (3-run or less difference
in the 8" and 9% innings) qualify for the playoffs by pitching at
least 2 innings - 6 outs or 10 hitters - during pool play.

AAAA qualifier teams may not add pitchers to their lineup
after Pool Play concludes; however, Open Division teams may
have pitchers arrive Wednesday - those pitchers must throw
5 innings or 25 hitters to qualify for the playoffs.

Finally, in the playoffs, those “non-qualified” middle-inning
pitchers will come to the mound from their normal defensive
positions where they started the game. That is as important
as the “spirit of the rule” that these non-qualified pitchers who
are used as “inning-eaters” are players who ordinarily are
playing other positions.

And, please remember that any players leaving the RHWS
Monday to return on Thursday MUST turn in their player ID
Card and re-register upon their return. They must return
before the quarterfinals of the playoffs, regardless of division.

cleaning up the dugouts each day will be greatly appreciated.
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First Rid

Two key First Aid items: Drink plenty of fluids while
playing; don't just wait until the game is over. Water will be
available at the fields.

Second, be sure to stretch and loosen up before playing,
or even re-entering a game.

In case of an emergency, contact the field manager at your
site. He has the First Aid supplies and will contact 911 services
as needed.

Iceis available for injuries ... check with the field manager
on duty or go to the nearest concession stand to have the
appropriate personnel paged. Roy Hobbs requests that
managers plan for pitchers needing ice for their arms and to
supply it.
